BIBLE STUDY SHEET: Please print out the Bible Study Sheet. This sheet should be
completed beforehand and brought to the Baptismal Class.

BAPTISMAL CLASS: Please be sure to bring your Bible and the completed Bible Study
Sheet.
The class takes place the Sunday of your baptism day and is held in the Church Library,
located upstairs in the office area. If the baptism takes place mid-week or Saturday, class will
be held the Sunday before the baptism day.
The 9:00 am service class begins at 8:15 am
The 11:00 am service class begins at 10:15 am.

BEACH BAPTISM: Please arrive at the beach no later than 6:15 pm. There will be a time of
worship and then the baptism will take place. Please be sure to read the Baptism Attire
section below.

BAPTISM ATTIRE: The church will furnish you with a keepsake black t-shirt, which will be
given out at the baptismal class. You should also bring the following:
